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Subject of Review:  Global ethanol production has increased rapidly from 5 billion gallon in 2001 to over 
26 billion gallon in 2015 such that it is now a vital component of transportation fuels. 
Beckman (2015) shows that much of this increase has taken place in Brazil, the 
European Union, and the United States. As such, that piece focuses on the main 
factors affecting the demand and supply of biofuels; shifts in biofuels production, 
consumption, and policy; and trends in biofuels trade, focusing on those important 
regions. However other countries have been playing an increasingly important role in 
ethanol production and trade. As of 2016, there are 25 countries with ethanol 
mandates and more now blend ethanol with gasoline (without actually having a 
mandate), better understanding the role of those countries is the focus of this report.  
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
