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Subject of Review:  Global biofuel production rose tremendously over 2001-2013, led largely by rapid 
growth in the United States and European Union. Brazil, the second largest biofuel 
producer, doubled its production in that span. A favorable business and policy climate 
from 2001 to 2010 helped fuel the large increase in biofuel production; after 2011, the 
global biofuel market became less favorable to increasing biofuel production. Prices 
of traditional transportation fuels have declined from their historical highs, biofuel 
feedstock prices (corn, sugar, oilseeds) also declined, and the United States is facing 
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supply of biofuels; discusses the shifts in biofuel production, consumption, and 
policy; and presents trends in the international trade of biofuels, focusing on the 
United States, Brazil, and the EU. 
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
