Subject of Review:  In 2010, 9.7 percent of the U.S. population lived in low-income areas more than 1
mile from the nearest supermarket. The diet quality of these consumers could be
adversely affected by their food environment. Some of these consumers may have
limited ability to reach supermarkets and they may have to purchase food from
alternative stores that offer less healthy food products. This report investigates the
effect of living in low-income low-access (LILA) areas on demand for 14 major food
groups, with the goal to estimate the effect of LILA areas LILA on diet quality.
