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Subject of Review:  Japan is one of the largest beef importing countries in the world and an important
destination market for the United States. In this report, the authors examine how
Japanese importers view U.S. beef vis-a-vis imports from Australia and other
countries and how imports differ across beef products (chilled, frozen, and offal).
They also assess the impact of market access reform through the Japan-Australia
Economic Partnership Agreement (JAEPA) on the Japanese beef market. Projections
show that JAEPA could lead to significant gains for the Australian beef at the expense
of U.S. beef in the Japan.

Purpose of Review:  The purpose of the review is to ensure the high-quality of the economic analysis,
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
