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This report explores ways to facilitate further growth in U.S.-Mexico agricultural
trade by modifying the border processes and procedures that govern that trade. To
solicit ideas on this topic, about 80 interviews were conducted with people who are
familiar with bilateral agricultural trade and the processes regulating that trade at the
border from the private sector, government, and academia from the United States and
Mexico. Based on information collected during these interviews and supplemental
information drawn from publicly available information, six areas of opportunity were
identified for making U.S.-Mexico agricultural trade more agile.

The purpose of the review is to ensure the high-quality of the economic analysis,
transparent explanation of methods, objective interpretation of results, and effective
communication to the intended audience.
