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Subject of Review:  Data from the Census of Agriculture and the Agricultural Resource 
Management Survey are used to investigate the well-being and 
changing organization of midsize farms over the last 20 years. During 
this period, changes in midsize farms reflect a farm economy 
experiencing rapid technological change, rising costs of production, 
and increasing profitability of larger farms. This report analyzes 
changes in the numbers of midsize farms, their production portfolios, 
their income portfolios, their indebtedness and profitability, and the 
pathways for farm transition across different size classes.
