Subject of Review:  Low access to food retailers selling a wide range of healthy and affordable foods may result in
greater reliance on food retail venues that do not sell such a wide range of foods. Reliance on
smaller stores or restaurants may result in poor diet and diet-related health. The National
Household Food Acquisition and Purchase survey contains rich data to examine how access to
healthy food influences where households actually get their food, including both from stores
and restaurants, and how much they spend at each place. This report studies households that
lack a vehicle and live more than % mile to the nearest SNAP-authorized supermarket or
superstore, because they may be burdened in accessing food.
