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Agricultural policies—through Federal commaodity, conservation, and crop insurance
programs—aim to mitigate the financial risks faced by farmers and the environmental risks
posed by agricultural production. The programs also provide financial assistance to farmers
through direct financial support, in the case of commodity and conservation programs, and
through premium subsidies in the case of crop insurance. This research examines how
changes in the structure of agriculture have changed the distribution of support over time.

The purpose of the review is to ensure the high-quality of the economic analysis, transparent
explanation of methods, objective interpretation of results, and effective communication to
the intended audience.
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
