Subject of Review:  Food away from home (FAFH) has become an increasingly integral part of the American diet.
For the first time, the expenditure share on FAFH surpassed the share spent on food at home
(FAH) in 2014. Increasing FAFH consumption has implications on changes in consumer
behavior, producer behavior, health and nutrition. This multichapter report explores several
aspects of FAFH to better understand contemporary food consumption behavior in the United
States. The findings in this report can help to inform policy, which directly affects food
consumption in the United States.
