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Subject of Review:  Drought is a recurring source of crop yield losses and crop failure. As such, severe or
prolonged droughts can prompt natural disaster and Federal crop insurance payments
to U.S. farmers. Non-genetically-engineered (non-GE) DT corn was first introduced in
2011, while GE varieties were commercialized in 2012. This report documents the
adoption of DT corn in its first five years, emphasizing the role of climate and recent
exposure to drought, as well as complementary moisture conservation practices, GE
seed traits, and irrigation.
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
