Review:  

Rotational grazing is a livestock management practice that is often promoted for conservation benefits 

by the USDA Natural Resource Conservation Service (NRCS). Between 2005 and 2018, NRCS 

obligated $278 million (in 2018 $) in financial assistance for the prescribed grazing practice, which 

often involves rotational grazing, on contracts in the Environmental Quality Incentives Program 

(EQIP). NRCS provides additional assistance to adopt rotational grazing through other conservation 

programs, such as the Conservation Stewardship Program (CSP) and the technical assistance program. 

There is very limited information about overall adoption of rotational grazing among livestock 

producers, especially regarding the details of grazing system management. To address this information 

gap, the 2018 Cattle and Calves Costs and Returns Report, Agricultural Resource Management Survey 

(ARMS) included questions on how operations implement rotational grazing practices.
